 Application and Recruitment Process Explanatory Note
1. General
Kirkstone House School ("the School") is committed to ensuring the best possible environment for the children and young people in its care. Safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people is our highest priority. 

The School aims to recruit staff that share and understand our commitment and to ensure that no job applicant is treated unfairly by reason of a protected characteristic as defined within the Equality Act 2010. 

All queries on the School's Application Form and recruitment process must be directed to Veronica Kendon in the Bursar’s Office.
2. Application Form 

Applications will only be accepted from candidates completing the relevant Application Form in full.  CVs will not be accepted in substitution for completed Application Forms. 

Candidates should be aware that all posts in the School involve some degree of responsibility for safeguarding children, although the extent of that responsibility will vary according to the nature of the post.  Applicants will receive a Job Description and Person Specification for the role applied for. 

As the job for which you are applying involves substantial opportunity for access to children, it is important that you provide us with legally accurate answers. Upfront disclosure of a criminal record may not debar you from appointment as we shall consider the nature of the offence, how long ago and at what age it was committed and any other relevant factors. Please submit information in confidence enclosing details in a separate sealed envelope which will be seen and then destroyed by the Bursar.  If you would like to discuss this beforehand, please telephone in confidence to the Bursar for advice. 

Please disclose any unspent convictions, cautions, reprimands or warnings. The successful applicant will be required to complete a Disclosure Form from the Disclosure and Barring Service ("DBS") for the post. 4. Conditional Offer of Appointment: Pre-Appointment Checks

3. A satisfactory enhanced DBS check and if appropriate, a check of the Barred List maintained by the DBS;

Policy on the Recruitment of Ex-Offenders
